Grab a 3-pack of the 2015 Estate Sauvignon Blanc for only R150, instead 
of R195. 

Easter weekend is always a great time to visit Avontuur as the weather is 
usually cooler, but still crisp and sunny and there’s few things more spec-
tacular than sitting outside on the terrace overlooking the paddocks, with 
a glass or two of our finest.  The Tasting Room will be presenting some 
specially made choc cupcakes for the occasion, which will be paired with a 
glass of rich, red Above Royalty Liqueur Wine for only R20 per pairing.
